Making a decision on the way you get paid

Comparison
Although there are three possible ways to receive your pay from SCC we suggest certain methods over other for important reasons. 
1. Direct Deposit – This method is preferred for several reasons: a) Your pay is instantly deposited into your own personal account on payday and available to you through your own debit/ATM card or checks, b) There is a simple form to complete to enroll, and c) No fees are associated with this process. The only time this may not be the best method for you is if you are unable to open a personal savings or checking account.
2. Payroll System Debit Card – This option involves the issue of a debit card for the sole purpose of loading your pay onto it. This debit card is issued by a third-party bank and once it is issued to you it is your responsibility, much like your own bank account. If you do not have a checking/savings account this can be a convenient way to access your pay. This card, however, does come with certain terms and conditions that need to be read carefully as well as fees associated to certain activities. You are allowed one free ATM transaction per pay period. After that it costs $1.50 per transaction. There is also a $.25 fee for pin based transactions at stores, etc. There will also be charges if you use non-free ATM machines and a regular service fee of $2.95/month once you are no longer with SCC but still have money on your card. A lost card is your responsibility to replace and will cost $6 and take a number of days to process.
3. Paper Check – This is the least preferred option since you will likely not be able to receive your pay on payday. You may be out in the field, or out of town, or there will be a delay due to the mailing time to your address. Cashing a check may involve fees and a lost check will cost $40 to stop payment and replace. 


Process
To get set up for one of these methods the following is required. Be extra careful to write very legibly on all forms. Accurate information is essential for timely processing
1. Direct Deposit – Complete the Direct Deposit Form. Be sure to attach one of the checks from your account to this form and write “VOID” across its front.
2. Debit Card – You will receive a card packet from an SCC staff person. Please read all information contained in this envelop carefully since you are responsible for this card once issued to you. Complete the detachable stub at the bottom of the “Cardholder Fees” information page and return this to the SCC staff person who deals with this. Additional information may be required for them to fill out another required form to get you set up.
3. Paper Check – You do not need to do anything additional to get a paper check. You may, however, receive a paper check if any of the forms needed for the other methods are incomplete or inaccurate.
